- E-Script or mail all official transcripts (including High School) to the MDCC Office
of Admissions. All transcripts must be on file by May 16 for summer applications,
July 31 for fall applications, and November 30 for spring applications.

If applicable submit ACT scores to the MDCC Ofice of Admissions. No minimum
score is required

If no ACT score send Accuplacer score to pmcgee@msdelta.edu or schedule an
Accuplacer test administered at MDCC: instructions are found under “Minimum
Admission Requirements”. No minimum score is required
